Things to cover

· Who are the important characters? Who are their relatives (parents, children, spouses)? Where do they come from? Where were they born, where did they die? [use a map]
· Tell the story. This should feel like telling a story, not listing facts. Give background information. Don't be afraid to reference characters featured in other topics. Make connections; go on minor tangents. Be detailed.

· Use primary sources (ancient authors) whenever possible. You may wish to quote or reference primary sources as part of your presentation. 
· Include pictures [not fan art], other visuals on your poster. Neatness & creativity count heavily toward your grade.
Outline Guidelines

Type your outline, bibliography and quiz questions using 12 point font, Times New Roman, double 

spaced.
Your outline should be in the style of a full-sentence outline, as shown in the example below. The majority of the points should have full sentences, although you may use some points as titles of 

sections. The formatting follows these characters, in this order:

· Roman Numerals

· Capitalized Letters

· Arabic Numerals

· Lowercase Letters

· You should consult a minimum of two print sources.
· Entries should be in alphabetical order.
The general format for book entries:

Lastname, Firstname. Title of Book. Place of Publication: Publisher, Year of Publication.
